2. 20s-50s eg Klezmer Plus, Epstein Brothers

3. 1970s starting the Klezmer Revival :  Kapelye, Klezmer Conservatory Band,

    The Klezmorim, Andy Statman, Brave Old World, Budowitz, Chicago Klezmer Ensemble

4. Newer; often including fusion with jazz, rock, other world music styles. Klezmatics, Finjan, Goyim, Flying Bulgars, Don Byron, Salomon Klezmorim, Klezperanto, Kroke

SHEET MUSIC
Try and listen as much as possible. Like most folk music, what’s written down is only a guide or one person’s interpretation. To get a feel for ornamentation and phrasing listen most at first to the Old recordings or revival/traditionalist bands/recordings such as Budowitz, Der Neue Kapelye, Alicia Svigals “Fidl”, Margot Leverett “Clarinet”   Most of the books below list recorded music references.
